Now let’s talk about the CONSCIENCE. A baby does
not have a developed conscience. They are born with a sin
nature but they don’t understand the concept of right and
wrong. They run around naked and they’re not ashamed.
They enjoy it!

One day when they get to a certain age, their con-
science develops and suddenly they realize their naked and
they yell, “Don’t come into my bedroom I’'m not dressed”.

But as that child grows up, their conscience becomes
dull to sin by the things they watch on television, what they
see in the movies and on social media, the music they listen
to, the culture they grow up in and how they were taught.
Just a side note... you don’t have to teach a child to
misbehave; they are born with a sin nature. You have
to teach, correct and guide them to do what is right.

The LAW OF SIN is like gravity. If | take my phone and
hold it up and let go, it is going to drop. That’s gravity! No
matter how many times | say, “ | do not believe in gravity,”
my phone is going to drop. It’s the same with sin. The more
you sin and deny it is sin, the more you become a slave to
it. When you have repented, you receive a new life. God
puts a new heart inside of you.
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But you still have a dead body. What do you do with a
dead body? You bury it. That’s why baptism is important.
You’re burying your old sinful nature with Christ. Your sins
are washed away, you come up out of the water a new
person with a new life. You are born again, the old self
is gone.

Then God sends His Holy Spirit to live in you, the same
Holy Spirit that came upon Jesus in baptism, the same Spirit
that raised Jesus from the dead.

It isn’t you get a small Holy Spirit and Jesus gets a big
Holy Spirit, you get the Holy Spirit. He’s a person.

Then Jesus commanded His followers in Matthew, Mark
and Luke, “To go out and preach the gospel, telling people
to repent, to be baptized in the name of Jesus, lay hands on
the sick and to cast out demons.”

There are those who believe and have received the
Baptism of the Holy Spirit because they are a witness to
the signs that have followed them and others. But that is
between you and God to accept or reject.

This video shows things you
have done behind closed doors, things you’ve done in
secret, in the darkness, those things you don’t want anyone
to know.

But just think, you’re ashamed in front of people who also
have their own hidden secrets/sins.

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GOD has a record of all that we do, even our thoughts

Matthew 12:36-37: 1 Peter 4:5

John 16:° And when He has come, He will convict the world
of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:

Revelation 20:° And | saw the dead, small and great, stand-
ing before God, and books were opened. And another book
was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead were
judged according to their works, by the things which were
written in the books.

Luke 127 For there is nothing covered that will not be
revealed, nor hidden that will not be known. * Therefore
whatever you have spoken in the dark will be heard in the
light, and what you have spoken in the ear in inner rooms
will be proclaimed on the housetops.

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One day you are going to stand before a Righteous and
Holy God who created you. You are going to be judged on
the things you’ve done, what you didn’t do, what you said,
even your thoughts.

The Bible says if you break one commandment you’ve
broken them all, you don’t get 1 out of 5 or 2 out of 10.

In that day when you stand before God you are not
going to blame your parents, your college professor or your
spouse. You're going to stand naked and ashamed, you will
fall on your face and cry guilty, “l am guilty and | deserve
hell. Because God is good and I’'m not.”

God is not the problem, we are. We are born with a sin
nature. But God had a plan from the garden when Adam &
Eve disobeyed.

God sent His son Jesus 2000 years ago, born of a virgin
and born of God, not of man.

Jesus grew up sinless. He didn’t lie, He didn’t cheat, He
didn’t steal. And when Jesus was 30 years old, He was bap-
tized into the water and when Jesus came out of the water
the Spirit of God came upon Him. Then Jesus walked
around preaching to everyone... repentance, the kingdom
of God is near, healing the sick and casting out demons.

Man’s problem is his sin nature

Read Genesis 11; Ezekiel 36:31

Genesis 11:* And they said, “Come, let us build ourselves a
city, and a tower whose top is in the heavens; let us make a
name for ourselves, lest we be scattered abroad over the
face of the whole earth.

Ezekiel 36:%' Then you will remember your evil ways and
your deeds that were not good; and you will loathe your-
selves in your own sight, for your iniquities and your
abominations.

Sin corrupted man’s mind

2 Corinthians 10:12; Matthew 2:7; Isaiah 5:20

2 Corinthians 10:" For we dare not class ourselves or com-
pare ourselves with those who commend themselves. But
they, measuring themselves by themselves, and comparing
themselves among themselves, are not wise.

Matthew2:’ For with what judgment you judge, you will be
judged; and with the measure you use, it will be measured
back to you. (Also similar Scripture references in Mark 4:24,
Luke 6:38)

Isaiah 5:° Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil;
Who put darkness for light, and light for darkness; Who put
bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

Then He was hung on a cross, an innocent man to die,
and He was buried.

If Jesus had committed one sin He would’ve been
guilty. But because He was sinless, He rose from the dead,
and now He sits at the right hand of God the Father.

(God made Jesus who had no sin to be sin [a sin offering]
for us, so in Him we might become the righteousness of
God. 2 Corinthians 5:21)

A man once asked Jesus, “What should | do to be
saved?” And Jesus said, “You must be born again.”

What is born again? It is repentance to God and
baptism into the name of Jesus.

What is repentance or to repent? It is recognizing you
have sinned against a Holy God, confessing that sin, turning
away from sin, and putting your faith into Jesus.

When you have repented, God takes that stone heart
of yours that is selfish and sinful, and He puts in a new
heart, a conscience with a desire to do good and sensitive
to evil.

Man violated God’s standard of righteous

Luke 13| tell you, no; but unless you repent you will all
likewise perish.
